This session was beneficial for the students and could be a potential pool of
information for enabling them to build their careers in PR and Corporate Communications. The talk helped in
bridging the gap between academia and industry and provided guidance to aspiring students towards a suitable
career. The goal of this PRep Talk seminar was to help students understand the world of Advertising, Public
Relations and Corporate Communication, how these are practiced and the career options therein.
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An interactive talk on Menstrual health and PCOS/PCOD management

An Interactive Talk on PCOD, PCOS, and Menstrual Health was organized on 31 January, 2024 as part of the
activities of Maitri society initiated by the Department of DCEJ to improve menstrual hygiene in young girls.
The resource person for the Session was Ms. Nidhi S. Singh, Founder of the PCOS Club of India and now
actively working in the USA for the cause. The session was attended by students across different streams in
the college as well as Maitri members. The speaker explained the symptoms, causes, and solutions to
PCOS/PCOD and focused on the importance of building a community wherein people suffering from it can
find a support system. Many students shared their personal experiences as well as the experiences of the other
women who had suffered from PCOD.
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Workshop on Entertainment Education

An Interactive Talk on Entertainment Education for a developed nation was organized on 19, February 2024.
The resource person for the Session was Prof. Devendra Sharma, Professor, Communication at the California
State University, Fresno, USA. The session was attended by 2nd and 4th semester Home Science and
Journalism students. The esteemed speaker Prof. Devendra Sharma discussed the role of Entertainment
Education in achieving the idea of "Viksit Bharat". He also emphasized preserving the traditional knowledge
and wisdom and how folk media can be used to bring about/promote behaviour change. The speaker also
shared a few of the folk songs that he had made for preventing HIV AIDS and motivated students to compose
folk songs with meaningful content on any social issue. Students found this exercise interesting and composed
as well as presented folk songs on diverse themes such as Dowry, Girls' education, women's empowerment,
etc.

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Each One Enable One- A Community Outreach program on Digital Literacy for
Women Empowerment

The Department’s core values lie in the extension and outreach activities and is actively involved in the digital
upskilling of women. As part of the Extension Management program, the department organized the Digital
literacy mela to mark the culmination of the digital literacy training being imparted to the women on 26 April,
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2024. More than 100 final year students were involved in imparting digital literacy training to the women in
their own homes or in the neighborhood. Each student of the B. Sc (Hons) Home Science and (B.Sc) Pass
(Home Science) specializing in Development Communication and Extension trained one woman (their
mother/aunt/domestic help) in digital skills using a standardized teaching module as per the needs of the
learner. A standardized Training module was used to train the women to enhance their personal as well as
occupational lives. Students trained these women in using mobile phone applications such as booking cabs,
use of Digilocker, Payment apps, Shopping Apps, FIR, Grocery Apps, Health-related apps, etc. This program
also established a sense of social responsibility amongst students and enabled them to understand the context
of communities, their needs and solutions to offer. On Each-One-Enable-One celebration day, the digitally
trained women were invited on stage to share their experiences, challenges, and benefits of undergoing the
training. The Keynote Speaker for the session was Dr. B. Shadrach, Director of Commonwealth, Educational
Media Centre for Asia. The esteemed speaker shared their insights about women's empowerment and
discussed the importance of adequate digital skills required for women in day-to-day life. The program was a
huge success.
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Glimpses of Each One Enable One Mela
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(Organization of Film Festival with the International Association of Women in Radio and
Television (IAWRT))
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The Department actively participated in organizing the 19th edition of the Film Festival in 2024. More than 50
films, across genres from 20 countries were screened including a curated section of short films from Iran.
Earlier a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between the Department and IWART for the
same. This festival took place from 7-9 March, 2024. A seminar ‘The Today and Tomorrow Documentary’ on
Archiving at a time when everything has a digital afterlife, ‘Balancing Acts’ — a 3-day workshop on balancing
storytelling and messaging for creators from diverse backgrounds was held. During this three-day IAWRT
film festival, the students of the department and the faculty members actively participated in the program as
resource persons, facilitators, and volunteers in.
