REPORT OF SESSION JULY 2023- June 2024

The Placement cell conducted the following sessions from July 2023 till June 2024.

Talk on 'Introduction to Business Management for Designer’

Date 14t September 2023.

The placement cell organized a talk on ‘Introduction to Business Management’ in
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collaboration with the Fabrics and Apparel Sciences department. The speaker, Ms. Shalini
Bansal, Design Consultant and Educator, was invited to guide the students studying design
to excel in the business world.

Talk on ‘Business Communication’
Date: 4th October 2023.

An interactive session on ‘Business Communication’ was organised for the final year
students on 4™ October 2023. Mr Sonal Sehgal - Chief Executive Officer at Global Honey
Bee, Advertising and Marketing Agency- was the day's guest speaker. Mr. Sehgal spoke
on the topic ‘Business Communication.” He initiated the talk with ice-breakers and further
updated participants about the need and relevance of business communication in the 21
century. He emphasized the importance of effective communication as it helped the
students learn futuristic skills, enhance competencies, and improve employability. He
shared the importance of knowing the nuances of proper business communication in the
corporate sector. He taught verbal, non-verbal, formal, and informal ways of
communication in detail with various examples. Mr. Sehgal also elaborated upon the 4 Cs
of communication by giving examples from different professional fields. Ice-breakers and
energizers were timely incorporated during the session to sustain the interest of the
participants.

Online Foreign Education Webinar
Date: 15t December 2023

An online session was held on 1%t December 2023 in which the speaker Mr. Pramod Singh
Bisht, co-founder of EW4WO discussed several options for foreign education that can be
considered by students of all courses. An interactive session was also conducted in which
doubts and queries of the students related to foreign education, colleges, fee structure, and
future prospects were discussed.

Online seminar on ‘Become job ready by learning to use Artificial Intelligence for
First Job’

Date: 23" December 2023

A session was organised by UNICEF on topics such as - how to use CHATGPT, how to
prepare resumes and how to prepare for interviews. The session was held by experts in the
field who guided the students regarding various issues related to Artificial Intelligence.
