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ANNUAL REPORT
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1. Workshops/Seminars/Lectures Organized by the Departments: ‘A day with the Designers’ (Alumni
who are established in the field of interior design as speakers) was organised on 13 November, 2024 where
distinguished alumni of the department, Ms. Deepshikha Chaurasia - Freelancer, Ms. Diksha Garg -
Intermediate Architect, and Ms. Shrijana Sharma, Creative Head, House & Beyond, shared their
experiences and briefed students about the future prospects and scope of interior designing.

2. National and International Days/Festivals Celebrated by Departments:

« International Day of the Girl Child: The department celebrated the ‘International Day of the Girl Child’
on 11, October, 2024. A total of three competitions were organised. The first was ‘Create a Moodboard’
in which the students were asked to submit a mood board for the bedroom of a five year old girl. The
second competition invited inspirational stories related to women entrepreneurs or leaders when she was
a girl. The third was a fill in the blanks - “When I was a little girl my happiest day was when “...... ” A
large number of attractive and colourful mood boards were received. The entries were judged by designer
alumni of the department.

o World Ozone Day 2024: The Eco-Club ‘prakritik’ initiated by the Department of RMDA has marked
the observance of ‘World Ozone Day 2024’ by participating in an online webinar organised by the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change.

o Celebration of ‘World Consumer Rights Day-2025’: World Consumer Rights Day 2025 was celebrated
in the college on 6th March 2025 with the theme "A Just Transition to Sustainable Lifestyles.” As part of
the celebration, students created posters based on the theme, and a walk-through exhibition was organized
to showcase their work and commemorate the occasion.

3. Competitions Organised by the Departments:

e Slogan Writing Competition on Hindi Diwas: The department in collaboration with the Rajbhasha
Karyanvan Samiti and the Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC), organized a Hindi Naara Lekhan
Pratiyogita (Hindi Slogan Writing Competition) on 24th September 2024. This initiative was part of the
ongoing efforts to promote Hindi as the official language and encourage creative expression among
students and staff. The event aligned with the vision of fostering a sense of pride and connection with the
national language, contributing to the broader goals of language-based inclusivity and cultural
enrichment.

The competition aimed to inspire participants to craft impactful and thought-provoking slogans in Hindi,
emphasizing themes such as national unity, development, environment, education, and social welfare. It
served as a platform for participants to showcase their linguistic creativity, critical thinking, and advocacy
skills. The event received an enthusiastic response, with 55 participants from various departments
submitting slogans that reflected their innovative ideas and commitment to social causes. The entries were
evaluated based on originality, relevance, and linguistic excellence and two students were given
appreciation certificates.
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o Poster making Competition on “International Day of Clean Air and Blue Skies" and "*World Ozone
Day" 2024 : The department in collaboration with the Society for Indoor Environment organized poster
making competition on the occasion “International Day of Clean Air and Blue Skies" and "World Ozone
Day" 2024 in the month of september 2024. A total of 05 entries were received as part of the event. The
activity was planned to create awareness of the importance of clean air and relevance of celebration of
world ozone day.

o Business idea Contest: Udhmodya Foundation in collaboration with the Department of Resource
Management and Design Application conducted Business idea contest on 24th October 2024 to inspire
students to adopt entrepreneurial endeavours for developing their business ideas to work on profitable and
socially responsible projects

o Hindi-Nara Lekhan Pratiyogita on ‘Surakshit Holi, Khushaal Holi’: The Hindi-Nara Lekhan
Pratiyogita on the theme ‘Surakshit Holi, Khushaal Holi’ was organized by the Eco-Club 'Prakritik’ in
collaboration with the Department of RMDA on 6th March 2025. Students enthusiastically created
handmade posters reflecting the message of a safe and joyful Holi. The event aimed to promote
environmental awareness and celebrate the festival with responsibility and care.

e ‘Holi Special VLOG Competition on ‘Dry Holi and Safe Holi’: The ‘Holi Special VLOG Competition’
on ‘Dry Holi and Safe Holi’ was held on 7th March 2025, organized by the Eco-Club 'Prakritik’ in
collaboration with the Department of RMDA. Students created VLOGs promoting eco-friendly
celebrations, highlighting the use of natural colors and water conservation. The event served as a creative
platform to spread awareness about celebrating Holi safely, joyfully, and responsibly.

e A Poster Making Competition was organized on 6th March 2025 on the theme ‘Preserve, Protect,
Experience: Sustainable Tourism for a Greener India’ to encourage awareness and creativity among
students on the importance of responsible travel and environmental conservation. Participants showcased
their artistic skills and innovative ideas through vibrant and meaningful posters that highlighted key
messages such as eco-friendly travel, conservation of heritage sites, protection of natural resources, and
community-based tourism. The competition aimed to promote the vision of sustainable tourism as a means
to support environmental stewardship and cultural preservation. Winners were appreciated for their
creativity, clarity, and impactful messaging.

» A creative competition was organized on 6th March 2025 on the theme ‘Reimagine, Repurpose, Revive:
The Power of Upcycled Art’ to promote sustainability through artistic expression. Participants were
challenged to prepare functional or decorative articles using waste materials, demonstrating the
transformative potential of upcycling. From plastic bottles turned into planters to newspaper baskets and
fabric scraps converted into wall art, students showcased impressive innovation and environmental
consciousness. The event aimed to raise awareness about waste reduction and the creative reuse of
materials. The competition successfully inspired participants to view waste as a resource, encouraging
eco-friendly practices and mindful consumption through the medium of art.

4. Workshop on ‘Color in Design: Visualizing Spaces’:

A workshop on ‘Color in Design: Visualizing Spaces’ was organized on 6th March 2025 to enhance
participants’ understanding of the role of color in interior and spatial design. The session explored how colors
influence perception, mood, and functionality in various environments. Through interactive demonstrations
and hands-on activities, attendees learned about color theory, combinations, contrasts, and the psychological
impact of hues in designing residential, commercial, and institutional spaces. The workshop emphasized the
importance of selecting appropriate color palettes to create harmony, depth, and character in interiors. It proved
to be an enriching experience for aspiring designers, encouraging thoughtful and creative use of color.
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5. Field Visit to Chor Minar

As part of the academic curriculum for the paper Sustainable Eco-Tourism and Entrepreneurship, a field
visit was conducted to Chor Minar, a historic monument situated in the Hauz Khas area of New Delhi, on
17th February 2025. The visit included students from B.Sc. (Hons) Biochemistry, Microbiology, Food
Technology, B.Sc Pass Home Science, and B.A (Hons) Journalism, VI Semester. The primary objective
of the visit was to examine a lesser-known heritage site through the lens of sustainable tourism and to
explore potential opportunities for entrepreneurship rooted in local culture and historical legacy. Chor
Minar, with its unique architectural significance and historical relevance to the Delhi Sultanate period,
offers considerable yet underutilized potential for the development of cultural tourism.

During the course of the visit, students observed that while the site remains relatively clean and serene, it
lacks essential tourist infrastructure, including informative signage, interpretive displays, and organized
guided tour services. In this context, the students engaged in discussions centered on the application of
eco-tourism principles such as environmental sustainability, community involvement, and responsible
visitor management. Several entrepreneurial opportunities were identified, including community-led
heritage walks, the establishment of eco-friendly souvenir outlets, and the incorporation of cultural
storytelling, all of which could contribute to both the enhancement of visitor experience and the socio-
economic upliftment of the local community.

The field visit served as a valuable experiential learning opportunity, effectively reinforcing theoretical
knowledge acquired in the classroom. It enabled students to critically analyze the integration of
sustainable tourism practices with heritage conservation and local enterprise development. The visit
further emphasized the role of responsible tourism in safeguarding cultural assets while simultaneously
promoting inclusive and sustainable growth at the grassroots level.

6. Counselling Session for 4« Year Progression for Semester VI RMDA Specialization Students

As part of the academic planning and student support initiatives under the NEP-UGCF program, a
counselling session was conducted for the VI Semester students of the specialization Resource
Management and Design Application (RMDA), Home Science, on 7th April 2025. The session aimed to
provide comprehensive guidance for course selection, academic planning, and professional orientation
for the upcoming VII and V11 semesters.

The session was facilitated by faculty members of the RMDA department who elaborated on the structure,
credit distribution, and elective options available in alignment with the NEP-UGCF framework. Emphasis
was placed on the flexibility and multidisciplinary opportunities offered by the UGCF. Students were also
briefed on the importance of aligning their course selections with their career aspirations, research
interests, and skill development goals. The role of internships, fieldwork, and project-based learning in
the final semesters was highlighted, and the process for opting for Discipline-Specific Electives (DSE)
and Generic Electives (GE) was explained in detail.

Interactive discussions were held to address student queries regarding specialization tracks, credit
requirements for graduation, and the potential pathways for higher education and employment after
completion of the undergraduate program. The counselling session proved to be highly informative and
beneficial, equipping students with the necessary knowledge and confidence to make informed academic
decisions. It also reinforced the institution’s commitment to student-centric education and effective
implementation of the NEP-UGCF guidelines.
