e ‘Cleanliness Drive: In and Around Campus’ | 9th June 2024

The Eco-Club Prakritik organized a cleanliness drive on 9th June 2024 to promote environmental
awareness and civic responsibility. The event witnessed enthusiastic participation from students who
joined hands to clean various college campus, its surrounding areas, and Hauz Khas Metro Station.
Equipped with gloves, masks, and eco-friendly waste bags, volunteers removed litter, sorted waste,
and educated the public on the importance of cleanliness and sustainable waste disposal. The initiative
not only promoted responsible waste management practices but also reinforced the values of collective
action and environmental stewardship among the youth. The club aims to continue such efforts,
inspiring more students to take part in protecting and preserving public spaces.

e 30 Days Environment Challenge | 01- 30 August 2024

To enhance the aesthetic appeal, dried flower petals were added, giving the recycled paper a
beautiful and natural look. The excess water was carefully drained, and the sheets were pressed and
dried to complete the process. Students enthusiastically engaged in every step, enjoying the hands-on
experience of paper-making.
